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Sparkling Dreams of Victory 
Ski World Championships Trophies in Snow Crystal Design – A Masterpiece of Sustainable Craftsmanship from SalzburgerLand

Saalbach. The trophies for the Alpine World Ski Championships in 2025 are being crafted in a small foundry in Maishofen, just a short distance from the competition venue. This family-run workshop specializes in creating awards from recycled aluminum, with a design inspired by the snow crystals that characterize the famous slope on Zwölferkogel.
The foundry has gained recognition in recent years, having first produced awards for major ski competitions in 2020. The commission for this event followed a significant milestone: In late 2024, the workshop created a unique trophy for a special occasion in Rome, where the championship delegation was received. This moment eventually led to the official order being placed for this prestigious sporting event.
A Design Rooted in Tradition and Precision
The idea for the trophy originated from a sketch developed a few years ago for another competition. For this edition, the design has been refined and now includes an additional emblem, while remaining true to the original concept.
Each of the trophies is crafted in several meticulous steps, requiring exceptional attention to detail. The process begins with a base model, which is embedded in sand to form a negative mold. This mold is then filled with molten aluminum at extremely high temperatures. Once cooled, the pieces undergo extensive finishing work, including brushing, sandblasting, and painting. In the final stage, the trophies are mounted on a base and engraved with individual inscriptions.
Medals That Capture the Moment
Alongside the trophies, the foundry is also responsible for producing the medals for the winners, which are engraved in the same workshop. A unique aspect of this process is that the names of the champions will be added on-site during the official ceremony, creating an immediate connection between craftsmanship and sporting excellence.
These awards are more than just symbols of achievement; they reflect a deep commitment to craftsmanship and sustainability, leaving a lasting impression on the history of this global event.
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
